Carequality is operated by The Sequoia Project, a non-profit serving the public interest.

We are not a trade association, and our only interest is the advancement of interoperability.
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The Power of Connecting Networks

How do you get nationwide connectivity?
Clinic by clinic, hospital by hospital?

Data sharing networks have already connected many participants.
The connections grow exponentially by connecting these networks.

If you connect six clinics, you might reach a few dozen physicians.

If you connect six networks, you can reach thousands of physicians.
